State owned Government Business Enterprise with a Board of Directors
Manages 1.5 million hectares of State forest
A 100,000 ha of plantations (54,000 ha of softwood, 47,000 ha of hardwood)
A 1.4 million ha of native forests managed for multiple uses
A about 700,000 ha available for wood production
Three management goals:
A Forestry Act mandates minimum 300,008&encalypt sawlogs p.a.
A Increase profit and return to shareholder

A Manage forest sustainably
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FT Planning Hierarchy
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Provisional Coupes
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Office based mapping exercise, early to mid 1990s

Cover all State forest

Likely future operational boundaries

Best estimate of nett area available for harvesting (with area discount)
Coded for next crop, likely silviculture, ground/cable, etc

Updated as harvesting takes place
